Wan Hamlah said the census, to be carried out from July B to Aug 22, would involve 36 000 enumeratars, 3,000

supenisors and about 29 million Malaysians which is an 18.97 per cent increase as compared to the last census in
2000

=he said the census, the fifth to be carned out since it was established nationwide in 1963, would provide a zet of
statistics on households and its residents.

The information would assist in the planning, legislation and implementation of government policies, she said, adding
that the peaple should give their full cooperation to enumeratars.
