SEPTEMBER 2021 

 

IHPR Pengeluaran Tempatan meningkat 12.3 peratus pada  

September 2021  

PUTRAJAYA, 28 Oktober 2021 – Indeks Harga Pengeluar (IHPR) pengeluaran tempatan 

yang mengukur kos barangan pada harga di pintu kilang meningkat 12.3 peratus  

tahun ke tahun pada September 2021 berbanding kejatuhan 3.9 peratus yang direkodkan 

pada bulan yang sama tahun sebelumnya, Jabatan Perangkaan Malaysia melaporkan hari 

ini di dalam laporan bulanan yang baru diterbitkan iaitu INDEKS HARGA PENGELUAR 

(IHPR) PENGELUARAN TEMPATAN, SEPTEMBER 2021.  

Dalam satu kenyataan pada hari ini, Dato’ Sri Dr. Mohd Uzir Mahidin, Ketua Perangkawan 

Malaysia berkata, “Peningkatan IHPR pengeluaran tempatan pada September 2021 

dipacu terutamanya oleh indeks Perlombongan yang meningkat 68.1 peratus berbanding 

kejatuhan 43.2 peratus pada September 2020, diikuti indeks Pertanian, perhutanan & 

perikanan (24.8%) dan Pembuatan (7.7%). Indeks utiliti yang merangkumi indeks Bekalan 

elektrik & gas dan Bekalan air masing-masing mencatatkan penurunan 0.2 peratus dan  

0.8 peratus.” 

Melihat kepada perbandingan bulan ke bulan, Dato’ Sri Dr. Mohd Uzir Mahidin menambah, 

“IHPR pengeluaran tempatan meningkat 0.4 peratus pada September 2021. Peningkatan 

semula harga petroleum dan kenaikan harga berterusan bagi komoditi gas asli telah 

mendorong kepada kenaikan 0.6 peratus bagi indeks Perlombongan berbanding 

penurunan 0.8 peratus yang dicatatkan pada bulan sebelumnya. Selain itu, indeks 

Pembuatan naik 0.4 peratus disokong oleh kenaikan harga produk petroleum bertapis 

(0.9%). Indeks Pertanian, perhutanan & perikanan meningkat pada kadar sederhana  
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0.3 peratus, disumbangkan oleh kenaikan harga yang perlahan bagi komoditi buah tandan 

segar kelapa sawit. Indeks Bekalan elektrik & gas dan indeks Bekalan air masing-masing 

mencatatkan penurunan 0.5 peratus dan 0.1 peratus.” 

IHPR pengeluaran tempatan terus merekodkan kenaikan dua digit iaitu 11.8 peratus pada 

suku tahun ketiga 2021 berbanding kejatuhan 3.4 peratus pada suku tahun yang sama 

tahun sebelumnya. Peningkatan pada suku tahun ini adalah yang tertinggi dicatatkan 

sejak sedekad yang lalu (ST3 2011: 14.7%). Sementara itu, kenaikan 11.8 peratus pada 

suku tahun ini dipacu terutamanya oleh indeks Perlombongan yang meningkat  

59.0 peratus, didorong oleh harga yang lebih tinggi bagi petroleum dan gas asli. 

Seterusnya, indeks Pertanian, perhutanan dan perikanan turut meningkat 27.9 peratus, 

diikuti indeks Pembuatan (7.3%). Indeks Bekalan elektrik & gas meningkat 0.2 peratus 

manakala indeks Bekalan air kekal tidak berubah seperti pada suku tahun yang sama 

tahun lepas.  

Bagi perbandingan suku tahun ke suku tahun, IHPR pengeluaran tempatan menunjukkan 

peningkatan pada kadar yang perlahan iaitu 1.6 peratus berbanding 2.6 peratus pada 

suku tahun kedua 2021. Peningkatan ini disumbangkan oleh indeks Perlombongan (9.8%) 

dan Pembuatan (1.4%). Sementara itu, indeks Pertanian, perhutanan & perikanan turun 

2.6 peratus pada suku tahun ini disebabkan oleh kejatuhan indeks bagi Penanaman 

tanaman tidak kekal (-4.6%). Indeks utiliti turut menunjukkan penurunan 0.6 peratus bagi 

indeks Bekalan elektrik & gas dan penurunan 0.4 peratus bagi indeks Bekalan air. 

Dato’ Sri Dr. Mohd Uzir Mahidin turut menjelaskan, “Pada September 2021,  

IHPR pengeluaran tempatan mengikut peringkat pemprosesan menunjukkan indeks  

Bahan mentah untuk diproseskan selanjutnya meningkat 34.4 peratus berbanding  

negatif 13.2 peratus yang dicatatkan pada bulan yang sama tahun sebelumnya. 

Peningkatan ini disumbangkan oleh indeks bagi Bahan bukan makanan (41.6%) dan  

Bahan makanan & makanan untuk binatang (5.4%). Pada masa yang sama, indeks Bahan 

perantaraan, bekalan & komponen turut naik 11.6 peratus (September 2020: -2.0%), dipacu 

terutamanya oleh indeks bagi Bahan api yang diproses dan pelincir (21.4%) dan Bahan & 

komponen untuk pembuatan (12.5%). Namun begitu, indeks Barang siap mencatatkan 

penurunan 0.5 peratus disebabkan oleh penurunan indeks Kelengkapan modal (-3.4%).  
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Bagi perbandingan bulanan, indeks bagi Bahan mentah untuk diproseskan selanjutnya 

meningkat 0.6 peratus diikuti indeks Bahan perantaraan, bekalan & komponen (0.4%). 

Sementara itu, indeks Barang siap kekal tidak berubah seperti pada bulan sebelumnya.” 

Banci Penduduk dan Perumahan Malaysia 2020 (Banci Malaysia 2020) masih dilaksanakan 

di seluruh Negara sehingga 31 Oktober 2021 secara bersemuka dengan pematuhan 

Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) yang telah ditetapkan oleh Majlis Keselamatan 

Negara (MKN). Aktiviti Semakan Kualiti (QC) dan Penyiasatan Liputan Banci (PES) akan 

dilaksanakan pada November dan Disember 2021. Semua penduduk Malaysia diseru untuk 

memberikan kerjasama dalam menjayakan Banci Malaysia 2020 bagi memastikan tiada 

yang ketinggalan. "Data Anda Masa Depan Kita". Sila layari portal Banci Malaysia 2020 di 

www.mycensus.gov.my atau media sosial @MyCensus2020 untuk maklumat lanjut.

PRODUCER PRICE INDEX (PPI) LOCAL PRODUCTION, MALAYSIA 

SEPTEMBER 2021 

 

PPI Local Production increased 12.3 per cent in September 2021 

 

PUTRAJAYA, 28th October 2021 – The Producer Price Index (PPI) local production which 

measures the costs of goods at the factory gate prices increased 12.3 per cent  

year-on-year in September 2021 as compared to 3.9 per cent drop recorded in the same 

month of the preceding year, the Department of Statistics Malaysia reported today in its 

latest published monthly report, the PRODUCER PRICE INDEX (PPI) LOCAL 

PRODUCTION, SEPTEMBER 2021. 

In a statement today, Dato’ Sri Dr. Mohd Uzir Mahidin, the Chief Statistician Malaysia said, 

“The increase in PPI local production during September 2021 was attributed mainly by the 

Mining index that surged 68.1 per cent as opposed to 43.2 per cent decline in  

September 2020, followed by Agriculture, forestry & fishing (24.8%) and Manufacturing 

(7.7%) indices. The utility index which comprises Electricity & gas supply and Water supply 

indices recorded a decrease of 0.2 per cent and 0.8 per cent respectively.” 

In terms of month-on-month comparison, Dato’ Sri Dr. Mohd Uzir Mahidin added, “The PPI 

local production rose 0.4 per cent in September 2021. The rebound in petroleum prices 

and continuous rise in natural gas prices have contributed to the increase of 0.6 per cent 

for Mining index relative to 0.8 per cent decline recorded in the previous month.  

In addition, Manufacturing index moved up 0.4 per cent supported by higher prices of 

refined petroleum products (0.9%). The index of Agriculture, forestry & fishing grew at a 

modest rate of 0.3 per cent, attributed by slower increase in prices of oil palm fresh fruit 

bunches. Electricity & gas supply and Water supply indices recorded a drop of  

0.5 per cent and 0.1 per cent respectively.”

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The PPI local production continued to record a double-digit increase of 11.8 per cent in 

the third quarter of 2021 as compared to 3.4 per cent drop in the same quarter of the 

previous year. The increase in this quarter was the highest recorded in a decade  

(3Q 2011: 14.7%). Meanwhile, the increase of 11.8 per cent in this quarter was attributed 

mainly by Mining index which rose 59.0 per cent, driven by higher prices for petroleum and 

natural gas. Furthermore, Agriculture, forestry & fishing index also moved up by  

27.9 per cent, followed by Manufacturing index (7.3%). The Electricity & gas supply index 

increased 0.2 per cent while Water supply index remained unchanged as in the same 

quarter last year. 

For a quarter-on-quarter comparison, the PPI local production showed an increase at a 

slower rate of 1.6 per cent relative to 2.6 per cent in the second quarter of 2021. 

The increase was contributed by Mining (9.8%) and Manufacturing (1.4%) indices. 

Meanwhile, Agriculture, forestry & fishing index fell 2.6 per cent during the quarter due to 

a drop in the index of Growing of perennial crops (-4.6%). The utilities index also showed 

a decrease of 0.6 per cent for Electricity & gas supply index and a decline of 0.4 per cent 

for Water supply index. 

Dato’ Sri Dr. Mohd Uzir Mahidin further explained that, “In September 2021, the PPI local 

production by stage of processing showed that the index of Crude materials for further 

processing increased 34.4 per cent as opposed to negative 13.2 per cent recorded in the 

same month of the previous year. The increase was contributed by indices of Non-food 

materials (41.6%) and Foodstuffs & feedstuffs (5.4%). Similarly, the index of Intermediate 

materials, supplies & components also increased 11.6 per cent (September 2020: -2.0%), 

supported mainly by Processed fuel & lubricants (21.4%) and Materials & components for 

manufacturing (12.5%) indices. However, the index of Finished goods registered a 

decrease of 0.5 per cent due to a drop in Capital equipment (-3.4%) index.  

On a monthly basis, index of Crude materials for further processing edged up 0.6 per cent 

followed by the index of Intermediate materials, supplies & components (0.4%). Meanwhile, 

the index of Finished goods remained unchanged as in the previous month.”
