QUARTERLY CONSTRUCTION STATISTICS 

SECOND QUARTER 2021 

Construction sector grew 42.6 per cent in the second quarter of 2021 to  

RM28.2 billion, the highest growth recorded since second quarter of 2012  

due to the lower base last year

PUTRAJAYA, AUGUST 9 , 2021 – The Department of Statistics Malaysia, today 

released QUARTERLY CONSTRUCTION STATISTICS, SECOND QUARTER 2021. 

This publication presents the second quarter construction statistics based on the 

value of construction work done. 

 

Commenting on the report, Dato' Sri Dr. Mohd Uzir Mahidin, Chief Statistician 

Malaysia, said “The value of construction work done in the second quarter 2021 grew 

42.6 per cent (Q1 2021: -10.5%) year-on-year basis, amounting to RM28.2 billion 

(Q1 2021: RM31.4 billion). The Special trades activities subsector registered a growth 

at 75.0 per cent in the second quarter 2021 as compared to the same quarter last 

year. Meanwhile, the other three subsectors, namely Civil engineering,  

Non-residential buildings and Residential buildings showed a growth of  

59.5 per cent, 37.0 per cent and 18.0 per cent respectively, as compared with the 

same quarter 2020.” 

  

 



The Department of Statistics Malaysia also reported the value of construction work 

done was dominated by Civil engineering subsector since fourth quarter 2015 with  

40.7 per cent share. This  was followed by Non-residential buildings (28.2%), 

Residential buildings (22.6%) and Special trades activities (8.6%).  

 

The private sector continued to impel the construction activity with 53.7 per cent share 

or RM15.2 billion of the total value of construction work done, as compared to the 

public sector with 46.3 per cent share (RM13.1 billion). 

 

For the first half 2021, the value of construction work done recorded  RM59.6 billion, 

with a 8.7 per cent growth as compared to same period last year.

STATISTIK PEMBINAAN SUKU TAHUNAN, SUKU KEDUA 2021 pada hari ini. 

Penerbitan ini memaparkan statistik pembinaan suku tahun kedua dengan menggunakan 

nilai kerja pembinaan disiapkan. 

 

Mengulas terhadap laporan tersebut, Dato’ Sri Dr. Mohd Uzir Mahidin, Ketua 

Perangkawan Malaysia berkata, “Nilai kerja pembinaan pada suku kedua 2021 tumbuh 

42.6 peratus (ST1 2021: -10.5%) berasas tahun ke tahun, berjumlah  

RM28.2 bilion (ST1 2021: RM31.4 bilion). Subsektor Aktiviti pertukangan khas memacu 

pertumbuhan yang lebih tinggi pada 75.0 peratus pada suku kedua 2021 berbanding 

suku yang sama tahun lepas. Manakala tiga subsektor lain, iaitu Kejuruteraan awam, 

Bangunan bukan kediaman dan Bangunan kediaman  

masing-masing menunjukkan pertumbuhan 59.5 peratus, 37.0 peratus dan  

18.0 peratus berbanding suku tahun yang sama pada 2020.” 

Sektor pembinaan mencatatkan pertumbuhan 42.6 peratus pada suku kedua 2021 

berjumlah RM28.2 bilion, tertinggi selepas suku kedua 2012 disebabkan kesan

Jabatan Perangkaan Malaysia juga melaporkan nilai kerja pembinaan adalah didominasi 

oleh subsektor Kejuruteraan awam sejak suku keempat 2015 dengan sumbangan  

40.7 peratus. Ini diikuti Bangunan bukan kediaman (28.2%), Bangunan kediaman 

(22.6%) dan Aktiviti pertukangan khas (8.6%). 

 

Sektor swasta terus mendorong pertumbuhan aktiviti pembinaan dengan menyumbang 

53.7 peratus atau RM15.2 bilion daripada jumlah nilai kerja pembinaan berbanding 

dengan sektor awam yang menyumbang 46.3 peratus nilai kerja pembinaan  

(RM13.1 bilion). 

 

Pada separuh tahun pertama 2021, nilai kerja pembinaan mencatatkan  

RM59.6 bilion dengan pertumbuhan 8.7 peratus berbanding tempoh yang sama pada 

tahun lepas.
