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INDEKS KESEJAHTERAAN RAKYAT MALAYSIA (IKRM) 2023

Indeks Kesejahteraan Rakyat Malaysia 2023 meningkat 0.7 peratus disokong oleh
peningkatan kesejahteraan ekonomi 0.5 peratus dan

kesejahteraan sosial 0.8 peratus

PUTRAJAYA, 4 DISEMBER 2024 - Pada hari ini, Jabatan Perangkaan Malaysia
(DOSM) menerbitkan Laporan Indeks Kesejahteraan Rakyat Malaysia (IKRM), 2023
bertujuan untuk mengukur tahap kesejahteraan rakyat Malaysia daripada perspektif
ekonomi dan sosial. Laporan ini merupakan penerbitan keenam yang dikeluarkan oleh
Jabatan  Perangkaan  Malaysia. Mulai  tahun 2024, Laporan IKRM
di peringkat Negeri diterbitkan secara berasingan daripada Laporan Indeks

Kesejahteraan Rakyat Malaysia (IKRM).

IKRM meliputi dua subkomposit iaitu kesejahteraan ekonomi dan kesejahteraan sosial.
Subkomposit kesejahteraan ekonomi merangkumi lima komponen utama iaitu
pengangkutan, komunikasi, pendidikan, pendapatan dan pengagihan serta persekitaran
kerja. Sementara itu, subkomposit kesejahteraan sosial meliputi sembilan komponen,
iaitu perumahan, hiburan dan rekreasi, keselamatan awam, penyertaan sosial, tadbir
urus, kebudayaan, kesihatan, alam sekitar dan keluarga. Terdapat 70 indikator bagi
IKRM dan 63 indikator bagi IKRM peringkat Negeri.

Ketua Perangkawan Malaysia, Dato’ Sri Dr. Mohd Uzir Mahidin berkata, “Kesejahteraan

rakyat Malaysia pada tahun 2023 mencatatkan peningkatan yang berterusan pada kadar



0.7 peratus, menandakan keupayaan masyarakat untuk menyesuaikan diri dengan realiti
kehidupan pasca-pandemik. Aktiviti harian seperti kebudayaan, kekeluargaan, hiburan
dan rekreasi kembali rancak, mencerminkan semangat rakyat yang lebih aktif dan

optimis. Namun, peningkatan ini turut dipengaruhi oleh cabaran global yang berterusan.”

Pemulihan negara daripada krisis wabak COVID-19 dua tahun lalu terus memberi impak
positif kepada kesejahteraan rakyat Malaysia. Ini terbukti melalui prestasi IKRM pada
tahun 2023 yang menunjukkan kesemua indeks komponen mencatatkan nilai indeks

melebihi indeks tahun asas 2000.

Secara keseluruhan, IKRM meningkat 21.3 mata indeks sepanjang tempoh 23 tahun
yang lalu. Indeks subkomposit kesejahteraan ekonomi meningkat 30.7 mata indeks bagi
tempoh 2023 berbanding 2000. Begitu juga, indeks subkomposit kesejahteraan sosial

meningkat 16.0 mata indeks pada tempoh yang sama.

Prestasi IKRM pada 2023 meningkat 0.7 peratus kepada 121.3 mata berbanding
120.4 mata pada 2022. Kedua-dua subkomposit kesejahteraan menunjukkan
peningkatan pada 2023. Indeks subkomposit kesejahteraan ekonomi merekodkan
peningkatan 0.5 peratus pada 2023 kepada 130.7 mata berbanding 130.0 mata pada
2022 dan indeks subkomposit kesejahteraan sosial pula meningkat 0.8 peratus kepada

116.0 mata berbanding 115.1 mata pada tempoh yang sama.

Dato’ Sri Dr. Mohd Uzir Mahidin turut berkata, “Pertumbuhan positif kesejahteraan rakyat
Malaysia disumbangkan oleh peningkatan sembilan daripada 14 komponen ekonomi dan
sosial pada 2023. Antara komponen tertinggi yang menyumbang kepada peningkatan
IKRM 2023 adalah kebudayaan (6.0%), pengangkutan (2.4%), hiburan dan rekreasi
(2.2%) serta keluarga (2.2%).

Analisis menunjukkan bagi subkomposit kesejahteraan ekonomi, didapati tiga komponen
merekodkan peningkatan pada 2023 disumbangkan oleh komponen pengangkutan
(2.4%), pendidikan (0.8%) dan komunikasi (0.2%). Pada masa yang sama,
dua komponen daripada subkomposit kesejahteraan ekonomi menunjukkan penurunan
berbanding tahun 2022. Indeks persekitaran kerja menurun 0.6 peratus kepada
124.5 mata pada 2023 berbanding 125.3 mata pada 2022 disebabkan oleh peningkatan



kadar kemalangan perusahaan dan perjalanan serta peningkatan bilangan pertikaian
perusahaan. Indeks pendapatan dan pengagihan pula menurun 0.1 peratus kepada
128.9 mata pada 2023 berbanding 129.0 mata pada 2022 disebabkan oleh penurunan
dalam pendapatan negara kasar per kapita (PNK).

Enam komponen dalam subkomposit kesejahteraan sosial yang meningkat iaitu
kebudayaan (6.0%), hiburan dan rekreasi (2.2%), keluarga (2.2%), penyertaan sosial
(1.2%), tadbir urus (1.0%) dan kesihatan (0.8%). Namun begitu, tiga komponen yang
merekodkan penurunan bagi subkomposit sosial pula adalah alam sekitar, keselamatan
awam dan perumahan. Indeks alam sekitar menurun 3.9 peratus kepada 106.0 mata
pada 2023 berbanding 110.3 mata pada 2022 disebabkan oleh kemerosotan kualiti air,
kualiti udara dan purata suhu maksimum. Indeks keselamatan awam pula menurun
1.3 peratus kepada 127.6 mata pada 2023 berbanding 129.3 mata pada 2022
disebabkan oleh peningkatan kadar jenayah dan peningkatan bilangan kemalangan jalan
raya. Selain itu, indeks perumahan turut menurun 0.2 peratus kepada 118.2 mata pada
2023 berbanding 118.4 mata pada 2022.

Prestasi IKRM Peringkat Negeri

Prestasi IKRM di peringkat negeri menunjukkan terdapat lima negeri mencatatkan
peningkatan indeks pada tahun 2023 berbanding 2022. Terengganu kekal tidak berubah
manakala lapan negeri lagi mencatatkan penurunan indeks bagi tempoh yang sama.
Tiga negeri yang dengan peningkatan tertinggi pada 2023 berbanding 2022 ialah
Perlis (1.4%) diikuti Johor (1.0%) dan Pahang (0.5%). Sebaliknya, tiga negeri yang
merekodkan penurunan terbesar adalah Sabah (-2.2%), Wilayah Persekutuan (-0.8%)
dan Pulau Pinang (-0.7%).

Dari segi subkomposit kesejahteraan ekonomi, kesemua negeri merekodkan penurunan
mata indeks pada 2023 kecuali tiga negeri yang mencatatkan peningkatan mata indeks
berbanding 2022. Tiga negeri yang mencatatkan penurunan terbesar adalah Sabah
dengan penurunan 3.4 mata indeks kepada 126.2 mata pada 2023. Ini diikuti oleh Kedah
dan Negeri Sembilan masing-masing menurun 1.5 mata indeks dan 1.1 mata indeks

kepada 126.5 dan 125.2 mata pada tempoh yang sama. Keadaan ini didorong oleh



penurunan dalam komponen pengangkutan dan persekitaran kerja bagi ketiga-tiga
negeri tersebut.

Dari perspektif subkomposit sosial pula, didapati lapan daripada 14 negeri menunjukkan
penurunan mata indeks. Tiga negeri yang mencatatkan penurunan mata indeks tertinggi
adalah Sabah dengan penurunan 2.1 mata indeks kepada 109.8 mata pada 2023 diikuti
oleh Wilayah Persekutuan yang menurun 1.1 mata indeks kepada 110.3 mata dan
seterusnya, Pulau Pinang dengan penurunan 0.7 mata indeks kepada 113.6 mata pada
2023. Penyumbang utama kepada penurunan indeks ini adalah komponen alam sekitar,

tadbir urus, keselamatan awam dan perumahan.

Ketersediaan statistik di peringkat nasional dan negeri memberi manfaat kepada
kerajaan dalam menambahbaik dasar dan program serta keperluan sosioekonomi
rakyat. Statistik IKRM ini amat diperlukan dalam mengarus perdana pertumbuhan

ekonomi yang mampan dengan menitikberatkan kesejahteraan rakyat.

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MALAYSIAN WELL-BEING INDEX (MyWI) 2023

The Malaysian Well-being Index 2023 increased by 0.7 per cent supported by
an increase in the economic well-being of 0.5 per cent and
social well-being of 0.8 per cent

PUTRAJAYA, 4 DECEMBER 2024 — Today, the Department of Statistics Malaysia
(DOSM) published the Malaysian Well-Being Index Report (MyWI), 2023 to measure
the well-being of Malaysians from economic and social perspective. This report is the
sixth publication issued by Department of Statistics Malaysia. Starting from 2024, MyWi|
at State Level Reportis published separately from the Malaysian Well-being Index (MyWI)
Report.

MyWI comprises of two well-being sub-composites namely economic well-being and
social well-being. Economic well-being sub-composites includes five main components
namely transportation, communication, education, income and distribution as well as
working life. Meanwhile, social well-being sub-composites comprises of nine
components, namely housing, entertainment and recreation, public safety, social
participation, governance, culture, health, environment and family. There are
70 indicators for MyWI and 63 indicators for MyW| at state level.



Chief Statistician Malaysia, Dato' Sri Dr. Mohd Uzir Mahidin said, "The Malaysian
well-being in 2023 recorded a continuous increase by 0.7 per cent, indicating the
community's ability to adapt to the reality of post-pandemic life. Daily activities such as
culture, family, entertainment and recreation are vibrant once again, reflecting the energy
and optimism of the Malaysians. However, this increase is also affected by ongoing global
challenges.”

The country’s recovery from the COVID-19 epidemic crisis two years ago continues to
positively impact the Malaysian well-being. This is evident from the performance of Myw|
in 2023, which shows that all component indices recorded values exceeding the base
index of the year 2000.

Overall, MyWI increased by 21.3 index points over the past 23 years. The economic
well-being sub-composite index rose by 30.7 index points for the period of 2023
as compared to 2000. Similarly, the social well-being sub-composite index increased by
16.0 index points for the same period.

MyWI performance in 2023 improved by 0.7 per cent to 121.3 points as compared to
120.4 points in 2022. Both well-being sub-composites showed an increase in 2023.
The economic well-being sub-composite index recorded an increase of 0.5 per cent
in 2023 to 130.7 points as compared to 130.0 points in 2022 and the social well-being

sub-composite index increased by 0.8 per cent to 116.0 points in the same period.

Dato' Sri Dr. Mohd Uzir Mahidin also said, "Positive growth in the Malaysian well-being
index contributed by increases in nine out of 14 economic and social components in 2023.
Among the highest components that contribute to the increase in MyWI 2023 are culture
(6.0%), transportation (2.4%), entertainment and recreation (2.2%) as well as
family (2.2%).

The analysis showed that three components in the economic well-being sub-composite
recorded an increase in 2023, namely transportation (2.4%), education (0.8%) and

communication (0.2%). At the same time, two components from the economic well-being



sub-composite showed a decrease as compared to 2022. The working life index
decreased 0.6 per cent to 124.5 points in 2023 as compared to 125.3 points in 2022 due
to an increase in the industrial and travel accidents rate and an increase in the number
of trade disputes. The income and distribution index decreased 0.1 per cent to
128.9 points in 2023 as compared to 129.0 points in 2022 due to the decrease in gross

national income per capita (GNI).

Six components in the social well-being sub-composite inclined namely culture (6.0%),
entertainment and recreation (2.2%), family (2.2%), social participation (1.2%),
governance (1.0%) and health (0.8%). However, the three components that recorded
a decline for the social well-being sub-composite are the environment, public safety and
housing. The environment index decreased 3.9 per cent to 106.0 points in 2023
as compared to 110.3 points in 2022 due to the deterioration of water quality, air quality
and average maximum temperature. The public safety index decreased by 1.3 per cent
to 127.6 points in 2023 as compared to 129.3 points in 2022, due to an increase in crime
rates and increase in the number of traffic accidents. In addition, the housing index also

decreased 0.2 per cent to 118.2 points in 2023 as compared to 118.4 points in 2022.

MyWI at the State Level Performance

MyW!I performance at the state level showed that five states recorded an increase in index
points in 2023 as compared to 2022. Terengganu still remained unchanged while
the remaining eight states recorded a decrease in index points for the same period.
Three states with the highest increase in 2023 as compared to 2022 were Perlis (1.4%)
followed by Johor (1.0%) and Pahang (0.5%). Conversely, the three states which
recorded the highest decreased were Sabah (-2.2%), Wilayah Persekutuan (-0.8%) and
Pulau Pinang (-0.7%).

In terms of the economic sub-composite, all states recorded a decrease in index points
in 2023 except for three states that recorded an increase in index points as compared
to 2022. The three states that recorded the highest decrease were Sabah with a decrease

of 3.4 index points to 126.2 points in 2023. This was followed by Kedah and



Negeri Sembilan which decreased 1.5 index points and 1.1 index points to 126.5 and
125.2 points respectively in the same period. This situation was driven by a decline in

the components of transportation and working life for the three states.

From the perspective of the social well-being sub-composite, it was found that eight out
of 14 states showed a decrease in index points. The three states that recorded the highest
decrease in index points were Sabah with 2.1 index points to 109.8 points in 2023,
followed by Wilayah Persekutuan which decreased by 1.1 index points to 110.3 points
and Pulau Pinang with a decrease of 0.7 index points to 113.6 points in 2023. The main
contributors to this decrease in this index point were environment, governance, public

safety and housing components.

The availability of statistics at the national and state levels benefits the government in
improving policies and programmes as well as the socioeconomic needs of the
Malaysians. The MyWI statistics are essential in mainstreaming sustainable economic

growth by emphasizing on Malaysian well-being.
