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STATISTIK KECENDERUNGAN PERNIAGAAN  

SUKU TAHUN PERTAMA 2025 

 

 

 

Peniaga meramalkan prospek perniagaan yang memberangsangkan 

untuk suku pertama 2025, dengan petunjuk keyakinan mengekalkan 

nilai positif 3.2 peratus. 

 

 

PUTRAJAYA, 27 FEBRUARI 2025 – Jabatan Perangkaan Malaysia pada hari ini 

menerbitkan Statistik Kecenderungan Perniagaan bagi Suku Tahun Pertama 

2025. Penerbitan ini memaparkan jangkaan prestasi perniagaan bagi tiga dan enam 

bulan yang akan datang. Statistik ini adalah berdasarkan Survei Kecenderungan 

Perniagaan yang dijalankan secara suku tahunan.  

 

Ketua Perangkawan Malaysia, Dato’ Sri Dr. Mohd Uzir Mahidin berkata, “Peniaga 

menjangkakan persekitaran perniagaan yang menggalakkan pada suku pertama 

2025, disokong oleh petunjuk keyakinan positif sebanyak +3.2 peratus, berbanding 

+4.8 peratus pada suku sebelumnya” (Paparan I). 

 

Perkhidmatan, Pembinaan dan Industri adalah tiga sektor yang menjangkakan 

keadaan perniagaan yang lebih baik pada suku pertama 2025. Keyakinan perniagaan 



bagi sektor Perkhidmatan kekal pada jajaran positif, dengan petunjuk keyakinan 

meningkat kepada +13.5 peratus berbanding +13.1 peratus pada suku sebelumnya. 

Pada masa yang sama, sentimen dalam sektor Pembinaan meningkat kepada 

trajektori positif dengan mencatatkan +12.5 peratus berbanding -10.0 peratus pada 

suku keempat 2024. Sementara itu, sektor Industri terus optimistik terhadap prestasi 

perniagaan, dengan petunjuk keyakinan +0.2 peratus bagi suku yang sama 

berbanding +1.2 peratus pada suku sebelumnya. Walau bagaimanapun, peniaga 

dalam sektor Perdagangan Borong dan Runcit menjangkakan prospek perniagaan 

yang pesimis, dengan petunjuk keyakinan −8.1 peratus pada suku pertama 2025 

berbanding +5.5 peratus pada suku keempat 2024. Namun begitu, sub-sektor 

Perdagangan Runcit mengekalkan nilai positif dengan mencatatkan +4.1 peratus 

berbanding +11.9 peratus sebelumnya (Paparan II).  

 

Memandang ke hadapan, unjuran perniagaan bagi separuh pertama 2025 kekal 

optimis walaupun menyederhana, dengan imbangan bersih +11.9 peratus berbanding 

+13.8 peratus yang dicatatkan sebelum ini, dengan semua sektor mencatatkan nilai 

positif kecuali Perdagangan Borong dan Runcit menunjukkan perspektif neutral 

(Paparan III). Sentimen dalam kalangan sektor Perkhidmatan bagi tempoh Januari 

hingga Jun 2025 kekal positif dengan imbangan bersih +27.5 peratus, sama seperti 

suku sebelumnya. Sektor Pembinaan juga meramalkan prospek perniagaan yang 

optimistik dengan imbangan bersih +12.5 peratus daripada +16.0 peratus bagi tempoh 

yang sama. Selain itu, sektor Industri menjangkakan keadaan perniagaan yang 

menggalakkan dengan imbangan bersih +6.8 peratus berbanding +4.3 peratus 

sebelumnya. Sementara itu, sektor Perdagangan Borong dan Runcit menunjukkan 

pandangan neutral berhubung jangkaan perniagaan untuk enam bulan akan datang, 

dipengaruhi oleh persepsi bercampur-campur dalam sub-sektor Perdagangan Borong 

dan Runcit. (Paparan IV).

BUSINESS TENDENCY STATISTICS 

FIRST QUARTER 2025 
  

 

 
Businesses foresee an encouraging business outlook for the first 

quarter of 2025, with the confidence indicator sustaining a positive 

3.2 per cent. 

 
 

 
PUTRAJAYA, FEBRUARY 27, 2025 – The Department of Statistics Malaysia today 

released Business Tendency Statistics for the First Quarter 2025. This publication 

presents expectations on business performance for the upcoming three and six months. 

The statistics are based on the Business Tendency Survey which is conducted on a 

quarterly basis. 

 

Chief Statistician Malaysia, Dato’ Sri Dr. Mohd Uzir Mahidin mentioned, “Businesses are 

expecting a favourable business environment in the first quarter of 2025, underpinned by 

a positive confidence indicator of +3.2 per cent, as opposed to +4.8 per cent in the 

previous quarter” (Exhibit I). 

 



Services, Construction and Industry are the three sectors that anticipate better business 

conditions in the first quarter of 2025. The business confidence for Services sector 

remains on a positive region, with the confidence indicator increasing to +13.5 per cent 

as against +13.1 per cent in the last quarter. Simultaneously, sentiments within 

Construction sector upturn to a positive trajectory by posting +12.5 per cent as against 

−10.0 per cent in the fourth quarter of 2024. Meanwhile, Industry sector continues to be 

optimistic about the business performance, with a confidence indicator of +0.2 per cent 

for the corresponding quarter as compared to +1.2 per cent in the fourth quarter of 2024. 

However, businesses within the Wholesale and Retail Trade sector expect pessimistic 

business outlook, with a confidence indicator of −8.1 per cent in the first quarter of 2025 

as opposed to +5.5 per cent in the last quarter. Nonetheless, Retail Trade sub-sector 

maintains a positive course by recording +4.1 per cent as compared to +11.9 per cent 

recorded previously (Exhibit II). 

 

Looking ahead, the business outlook for the first half of 2025 remains upbeat despite 

moderating, with a net balance of +11.9 per cent as against +13.8 per cent recorded 

previously, with all sectors registering positively except the Wholesale and Retail Trade 

showing neutral opinion (Exhibit III). Sentiments among the Services sector for the period 

of January until June 2025 remain positive with a net balance of +27.5 per cent, the same 

as the previous quarter. Construction sector also foresees an optimistic business outlook 

with a net balance of +12.5 per cent from +16.0 per cent for the same period. 

Concurrently, the Industry sector anticipates a favourable business condition with a net 

balance of +6.8 per cent as against +4.3 per cent previously. Meanwhile, Wholesale and 

Retail Trade sector shows a neutral confidence regarding the business expectation for 

the next six months, influenced by the mixed perceptions within the Wholesale and Retail 

Trade sub-sectors (Exhibit IV).
